Tuesday, February 15, 2022 -  5:30 PM 
Council Chambers 
A. Delhi City Council met in regular session on February 15, 2022.  Mayor Kelzer called the meeting to order at 5:30 P.M.  Roll Call:  Kramer, Freiburger, Wulfekuhle, Klostermann.  Absent: C. Davis.  Nine visitors were present.  Meeting was broadcast via Facebook live.
Public Comment – Rose Downs requested council revisit plan to install splash pad in city park.  She and Alex Davis offered to again help with planning, estimating cost to be $20,000 or $50-80,000.  She noted the city had a good response of donations for the mural which would only be seen by those driving through the restaurant, where the splash pad would be used by children in the park.  Downs also complimented Mayor on his interview on KMCH for Delhi Hometown Tour.  
Motion by Kramer to Open Public Hearing for Maximum Levy FY23 at 5:34 pm, second by Wulfekuhle.  All ayes.  No objections were received.  Clerk gave brief explanation of requirement.  Motion by Kramer to Close Public Hearing at 5:35 pm, second by Wulfekuhle.  All ayes,
Motion by Wulfekuhle to Open Public Hearing to Vacate and Dispose of Alley at 608 Charles St. and Portion of 7th St. north of Charles St. at 5:35 pm, second by Klostermann.  All ayes.  Klostermann noted closing street would prohibit future growth to the north.  Future use of lots was questioned by Freiburger.  Clerk noted both adjacent property owners intend to purchase their half of the street.  Motion by Kramer to Close Public Hearing at 5:45 pm, second by Wulfekuhle.  All ayes.  

Representative of proposed BP was not present to update plans for development.

B. Motion by Kramer, second by Wulfekuhle, to APPROVE AGENDA as posted.  All ayes.  

  C.  Motion by Kramer, second by Wulfekuhle, to Approve Consent Agenda consisting of Minutes from January 10 & 18, 2022; Claims List; Financials and Budget Reports; Sheriff’s Report; Clerk’s Attendance at Noted Meetings; Adding Marty Kelzer, Laurie Kramer, and Lori Tucker on Signature Cards at Heritage Bank; Liquor License for Delhi Landing; Superintendent Attendance at Seminar.  All ayes.  
  D.  DEPARTMENT REPORTS

1.  Library –Director Chappell reported accreditation complete, book weeding, book folding program, partnership with MV Business class to update social media presence.
2.  Council – Wulfekuhle attended January meeting of Hometown Pride, discussed daycare and potential programs, next meeting this Thursday at 4:00.  Freiburger shared information in Davis’ absence on solar traffic devices for flashing crosswalk at park and Highway 38, costing $8000-$10,000 and verbally approved by IDOT.  Mayor added potential funding available from RTA.  Committee sign-ups:  Mayor would like to change verbiage to Economic Development or Future Delhi Committees, as street/park may be interesting, but water/sewer not.  Need to keep moving community forward with projects like splash pad and community center.  Kramer felt it is important to have the community’s feedback before moving forward, and will head survey.  Klostermann suggested using QR codes.

3.  Mayor – Business meeting went well, good attendance and discussion.  Delaware Co. Mayor’s meeting discussed crosswalk and county wide trail system. Emergency Management met and is preparing for Director Ryan’s retirement.   
4.  Maintenance – handled snow event on weekends; prepping equipment for spring; light, flag, and meter reading equipment replaced on tower.  Wendt was complimented on condition of streets following snowfall.          
5.  Clerk – no report.  
E.  BUSINESS 

1.  Motion by Kramer, second by Wulfekuhle to Proceed with North Water Extension Quote from FL Krapfl, Inc.  Kramer noted Krapfl honored quote from last fall, is available to install in April, and knows the City’s infrastructure.  She noted that by completing project in several phases, it would eliminate the need for engineering services, which would cost approximately 25% of the project.  Klostermann didn’t want to get cart before the horse and felt the need to look at surveying the property and addressing existing garage on First St., adding the garage and trees would need to come down with construction of a trail.  Wulfekuhle said the trail is in the back of everyone’s mind, but not what is on the table to discuss.  Kramer stressed the city needs to get water north to retain two new proposed businesses.  Kelzer asked if the motion could be to approve Krapfl once property lines are known.  Alex Davis (public) stood up and cited state codes the project would be against.  Kramer amended motion to approve Krapfl quote to include survey be performed ASAP, second by Wulfekuhle.  More discussion occurred, with Wulfekuhle noting garage and survey would be caveat of project no matter what.  Roll call vote was attempted.  Ayes:  Kramer, Wulfekuhle.  After several minutes, a decision was heard.  Nays:  Freiburger, Klostermann.   Motion failed.       
2.  Motion by Kramer, second by Wulfekuhle to Approve Resolution 2022-11 Maximum Levy FY23.  All ayes.
3.  Motion by Wulfekuhle, second by Kramer to Approve First Reading of Ordinance 305 Vacation of Streets or Other Public Lands.  All ayes.
4.  Motion by Kramer, second by Wulfekuhle to Approve Resolution 2022-10 Directing the Sale of Street and Alley property.  All ayes.

5.  Motion by Wulfekuhle, second by Kramer to Approve Partnering with Maquoketa Valley Business Class to Update City Website.  Wulfekuhle’s opinion was to overlap hosting site fees, yet continue partnering on school’s timeline.  All ayes.  

6.  Mayor Kelzer contacted Nancy Lubben Photography for professional photographs of city council and staff to be used on the city website and social media.  Freiburger and Kramer did not feel it was a good use of taxpayer dollars.  Item died due to lack of motion.  
7.  Motion by Kramer, second by Wulfekuhle to Set Public Hearing FY23 City Budget for March 14, 2022 5:30 pm.  All ayes.  
8.  Motion by Klostermann, second by Freiburger to deny request forgiving garbage charges for EA Vorwald, LLC.  It was noted everyone pays garbage whether used or not.  All ayes.

9.  Motion by Kramer, second by Klostermann, to deny request forgiving garbage charges for S & R Construction.  All ayes.          

10.  Building permit for Lisa Freiburger was not received.

F.  FUTURE AGENDAS:  Next meeting Monday, March 14, 2022.
Mayor Kelzer revisited the water main extension conversation.  He felt everyone around the table is in favor of installing the new main to attract two potential businesses and improve water pressure on the north end of town, although the vote indicated otherwise.  Kelzer asked for ideas on how to proceed with project and intends to reach out to the two businesses plus a potential third business, requesting site plans and assurances.

Public Comment - Alex Davis cited Iowa Code and warned against getting on the wrong side of the DNR with water extension.  Pam Overman shared her sister had a security breach on her phone through QR codes.  Andy Schuster felt a community survey would be beneficial.  

Superintendent Wendt announced his resignation effective immediately.  He wanted to be clear the resignation had nothing to do with this meeting, as it was a long time coming.  Wendt stated the council wanted change and they got it, then wished them good luck.
