Council Chambers 
A. Delhi City Council met in regular session on January 10, 2022.  Mayor Kelzer called the meeting to order at 5:30 P.M.  Roll Call:  Kramer, Freiburger, Wulfekuhle, Davis, Klostermann.  Seven visitors were present.  
Kelzer addressed public comment location in agenda and decided it would be included at the beginning and end of each meeting.

Daniel Pike introduced himself as the water and wastewater affidavit operator to new administration.  His concerns include pulling well #2 and purchasing scales to weigh chlorine.
Fire Chief Vorwald noted Kluesner Construction’s donation of asphalt between city shop and fire department.  (Note: City paid their portion of this project.)  Fire Dept will help take down Christmas decorations, and he invited council to Fire Department Christmas Party on January 15.
