A. Delhi City Council met in regular session on April 18, 2022.  Mayor Kelzer called the meeting to order at 5:30 P.M.  Roll Call: Wulfekuhle, Davis, Freiburger, Klostermann.  Absent: vacant seat.  Eighteen visitors were present.  Meeting was broadcast via Facebook live.
Public Comment – Rose Downs questioned the water bills that went out on April 1st and why they were so high this time. Expressed the need to stay transparent and complimented the mayor and council of doing a good job.  Mayor replied with thanking Cindy Kudrna for stepping in and helping out and that we would be working on getting a newsletter out to all of the residents in the next week.

Public Comment – Art Steenhoek has a document with rules for the vacation of alley/street for next meeting. Laurie Kramer wanted clarification of the Maintenance position, Mayor stated we have received 3 applications and a committee will be reviewing them. Clerk explained the water billing process and thaqt it was discovered that we have not had an actual reading on our meters since October. All of the bills we received in November, December, January and February were either estimated at a low consumption or not estimated at all. Then we did not receive a bill March 1st, so the bill you got April 1st had an actual reading and is making up all of the months that were not read or were estimated and includes the amount of the March bill that was not mailed out which is why most of us ended up with large bills. Mayor Kelzer and the council decided that for this month of April and the month of May there will not be penalties assessed on your bill. We understand that some are not able to pay the bill in full and so therefore you will not be penalized for that. Also, since most bills are unusually high we are not going to process the electronic payment from your accounts this month. If you could pay your bill with a check and either drop it off in the drop box in city hall or in the mail. Again we apologize for any inconvenience this situation may have caused. Hopefully now we can get back on track of having actual water bills and not have this issue come up again. 

Mike Noonan questioned the franchise fee on his Black Hills bill, Clerk explained that the state maximum of a franchise fee is 5%.
